B Provides: nutrition education, breastfeeding promotion
and support, supplemental nutritious foods, counseling
at WIC clinics, and screening and referrals to other
health, welfare, and social services.

PASSPORT PROGRAM 101 | REQUIREMENTS

B Consent to having discount(s), visitation information, and other pertinent information
listed on the VCA’s Passport Program webpages.

B Commit to offering the stated discount for the remainder of the fiscal year in which
the organization joined the program (ending June 30).

B Track, to the extent possible, the number of people admitted using the discount, and
report that number to the Virginia Commission for the Arts by July 15 of each year.
